Medication Administration Policy

When your child must have medication of any type (over-the counter meds, inhalers, daily meds) during
school hours, you have the following choices:

1. You may discuss with your doctor an alternative schedule of medication administration so it
can be given outside of school hours.

2. When the medication is prescribed for threetimes daily. Your child should take the medication
before he comes to school, after returning home from school, and before going to bed.

3. You may come to the school and administer the medication yourself.

4. You may get a medication administration form from the school and have your physician
indicate on the form the diagnosis, drug, dose, time to be given, along with the physician's
signature. This form must be signed by the parent/legal guardian and brought to school prior to
any medication being administered. The medication must be in a pharmacy-labeed or
manufacturer’s container with the child’s name clearly visible on the container.  Students must
take all medication in the presence of designated school personnel.

EXCEPTION: Medication may be self-administered by the student if the Request for
Administration of Medication Form states this and has been signed by the parent/legal guardian and
physician and is on file at the school.

In fairness to those giving the medications and for the safety of your child, this policy must be followed
strictly. We ask this, not to make things difficult for you, but to insure the health and well being of all
students.

Remember, the only way medication can be given at school is with the school medication
administration form filled out and signed by the physician and parent/legal guardian. The
medication must also bein a properly labeled container.

Cuando su nifio necesite medicamento de cualquier clase (vendido en tienda, aparato de
inhalar, medicamento diario) durante las horas de escuela, ustedes pueden escojer:

1. Puede discutir con su médico un aternativo horario para adminisistrar medicamento afuera de
horas de la escuela.

2. Cuando & medicamento es prescribido para tres veces diario, su nifio debe tomar su
medicamento antes de venir ala escuela, despues de la escuda, y antes de costrarse.

3. Puede usted venir ala escuday administrar é medicamento.

4. Necesita obtener una forma de su escuela para administrar d medicamento y que su médico
indique en la forma d diagndstico, d medicamento, la cantidad, |a hora, y la firma del médico.
Esta forma debe ser firmada por los padres/guardias y regresada a la escuela antes de
administrar e medicamento. El medicamento debe estar en un envase original y mercado con
el nombre del nifio. Los estudiantes deben tomar € medicamento en la presencia del personal
escolar.

EXCEPCION: El medicamento puede ser administrado por e estudiante en grados 6-12 si la
solicitud para la forma de administracion medica dice esto y hay sido firmada por los
padres/guardian y el doctor y esta en nuestros archivos en la escuela.

Enjusticia a los que administran e medicamento y la seguridad de su nifio, esta pdliza debe ser cumplida
estrictamente. L es pedimos esto, no para ser cosas deficiles para usted, para a segurar la salud y €l bien
estar de todos |os estudiantes.

Recuerde, la unica manera que el medicamento puede ser administrado en la
escuela es con una forma firmada por el médico y los padres/guardias.
Necesita estar en un envase marcado apropiado.
